DECEMBER MOMENTS THAT BRING US TOGETHER
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BROWN SUGAR BANANA HOT CHOCOLATE

INGREDIENTS:
- 2 cups  Milk (any type)
- 1 cup Heavy Cream
- 1 medium ripe Banana
- 2 Tbsp Brown Sugar
- 1 Tbsp  Cocoa Powder

- 1 tsp Cinnamon
- 1/2 cup Chocolate Chips
- 1/2 tsp Cinnamon 
- 1 tsp  Vanilla Extra
- Pinch of Salt

DIRECTIONS:
1. BLEND THE BANANA BASE

In a blender, combine the banana, milk, and brown sugar. Blend until smooth.

2. HEAT THE M IXTURE

Pour the blended mixture into a medium saucepan. Add the heavy cream, cocoa powder, cinnamon, and 
salt. Warm over medium heat until hot but not boiling.

3. ADD THE CHOCOLATE

Stir in the chocolate chips until fully melted and the drink becomes creamy and smooth.

4. FINISH AND SERVE 

Remove from heat and stir in the vanilla extract.. Pour into mugs and top with whipped cream and extra 
chocolate or cookie crumbs if desired.
